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Would your band be interested in this exciting concept?
There are several large events held in the Midlands which may be interested in engaging a pipe band that is bigger than any individual band could muster, ie 30 - 35 pipers, 10 –12 side drummers, 2 bass drummers and 6 or more tenor drummers. 

Two programmes would be needed, tunes, sets and length of performances would be agreed to. One programme would need a drum salute. The band could be called ‘The band of the RSPBA midlands branch’ and the fees asked would be in £1000’s rather than £100’s.

Management 
A small management committee would be formed, possibly one from each participating band, to represent the band and to organise and manage events attended.

Promotion and advertising  
Put together a small brochure with write up and photos of massed bands from local contests. Organise an official launch day, perhaps in Birmingham city centre and invite suitable organisations, agencies and of course the local media.

All member bands are invited to participate in what could be a useful source of extra funding. Forget negativity. We should start adopting a ‘yes we can’ attitude.
